Forest area (excluding Waterside),

 Along-term plan with a typical horizon of around 10 years, with a review
after approximately 5 years,

* Informed by engagement with key stakeholders and the local N Endeaby
community, in addition to a public consultation from 9th September 2024 &0 UK Government
to 3 November 2024,

« Adopted HCC policy as of 18th September 2025.

* The public consultation was completed in November 2024,

 There were 258 responses to the walking survey, 260 to the cycling survey, 172 comments
on the ViewPoint map survey, and 81 unstructured responses,

* Natural England requested a Habitat Regulations Assessment (HRA) to identify and
mitigate potential impacts on the New Forest Park,

* The consultation resulted in significant changes to the draft primary and secondary utility
cycle networks.

* These changes were conducted in collaboration with the steering group in 2025 and
represented the greatest post-consultation changes of any HCC LCWIP so far.

* The final version of the New Forest LCWIP was adopted on 18 September 2025.

What'’s in the New Forest LCWIP?

* Primary Utility Cycle Routes — proposed cycle routes which are likely to have the
most people using them for everyday journeys.

 Secondary Utility Cycle Routes — proposed cycle routes which connect primary
routes and will likely serve fewer people.

 On-Highway Leisure Cycle Network — proposed leisure routes which are on the
highway

+ Off-Highway Leisure Cycle Network — proposed leisure routes which are either on
public rights of way, or off-road tracks.

 Core Walking Zones — proposed walking improvements in six town/village centres
(Ringwood, Fordingbridge, Brockenhurst, Lymington, New Milton and Lyndhurst) which
experience the highest footfall.
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Route 110: Brockenhurst to New Milton via Sway

Route description A

This secondary utility route provides a link between Mew
Milton and Brockenhurst, passing close to Sway, and
railway stations at Brockenhurst, Sway and New Milton.
The short onward connections to all three stations should
be considered as this route is developed to maximise its
use. The route has a mixture of residential frontages and
rural lanes, with the majonity aligned with the B2055.

Potential options

Investigate the possibility of implementing dedicated
cycle tracks on either side of the road (B3055) between
the start of the 30mph zone south of Brockenhurst and
Sway Road/Latchmoor Road junction. These should be
made with appropnate matenals which will preserve the
character, and ecological integnty of the area. Due to the
ecologically sensitive nature of the area, and as part of
any feasibility study, engagement will need to take place
with key stakeholders such as Natural England, The
erderers, Forestry England and NFNPA to determine
whether the route i1s achievable.

Between the Sway Road/Latchmoor Road junction
and the Marlpit Oak Road/Pitmore Lane junction, there
Is insufficient highway width available to provide fully
kerbed or lightly segregated cycle tracks along the
whole of Sway Road. Therefore, a 20mph zone with
traffic calming and potentially modal filters could be
implemented instead.

* Implementation of LCWIP measures will be based on where current and future funding is available.

* Developers will be expected to consider how their development would connect to the LCWIP cycle
networks/core walking zones, and either deliver improvements themselves or contribute funding for

Interventions.

* We will continue to work with our key partners, including the National Park Authority, District Council
and Forestry England to identify funding sources and implement LCWIP walking and cycling
Improvements.

 The LCWIP will feed into future work around strategies and schemes in the New Forest, and we have
every expectation that the post-LGR authority will use the LCWIP as a basis for future walking and

cycling improvements.
